The State ofFlorida Housing 2008 Repoés published by the FloriddousingData Clearinghouse,
Shimberg Center reports in Table 6 (County Affordability Index and Rank) that in the year 2007,
Washington County r&ed seventh in state in affordability of housifitne factors that affect the
affordability rate of the smaller rural counties is the income, the housing pricefjeamortgage
rates withina particular county.

The updated housing element data andyaisaprovides an array of data taken directly from the
Shimberg Center's Affordable Housing Needs Assessment (AHNA) v&089 The data tables
show the distribution of various housing needs in Washington County including the unincorporated
portion ofthe County as well as each individual municipality including the City of Chipley. This
summary provides a few key observations and the final projected need for housing units
affordability, and land to accommodatiee projected Washington County populationthe years

2005, 10,2020 and 2030.

Rental Housing Units by Gross Rent Level§able G9 shows the number of housing
units available for contract rents within sgesd limits as reported by the 2000 Geis.
Contract rent is the monthly rent agreed to or contracted for, regardless of any
furnishings, utilities, fees, meals, or services that may be inclu@ibd.table distributes
renter households by various grosstreategories. Distributing the gross rent into eight
categories is useful to assess the number of rental units by rent affordability levels. In
Washington County, the rent categories with the most units are those between $300 and
$49. Housing is affordble when30 percent or less of household income is spent on
housing. The Census repottee median gross rent for Washington County in 2000 was
$383 per month compared to a statewide median rent of $641. In Washington, County
the HUD Fair Market Rent i8009, representing rent for a typical modest apartment, was
$384 for a studio apartment, $437 for a-meelroom, $577 for a twbedroom, $827 for

a threebedroom, ad $850 for a fowtbedroom unit.

Land use Element of this plardousing within themanufactured/mobilparks must be suitable

and adequateMost manufactured/mobilparksare located within the City of Chipley since the
central water and wastewater treatment facilities are available.

The County has no restrictions egding placement of mobile homes on any private property.
However, deed restrictions/covenants may prohibit mobile homes from being sited on some
subdivisions lots and on other undeveloped land. It is the responsibility of the property owner to
carefully exam deed restrictions/covenants before placement a mobile home on any parcel of
land in the County. It is criticalhatthe Gunty and municipalities natiscourage adequate and
appropriate sites fomanufactured/mobilegparks or mobile homes unless theere specific
restrictions against doing sdenerally, there is a negative attitude toward the mobile facilities,
but themanufactured/mobilparks provide a valuable avenue for affordable housing both in the
municipalities and within the unincorpaiedareas of Washington County. Local comprehensive

Through State and Federal programs such as the SHIP and CDBG programs,
deteriorating housing is addressed and exgstiousing stock is preserved by bringing
substandard dwellings up to minimum Housing Quality Standards (HQS) for safe, decent,
andsanitary living conditions. During such rehabilitation and/or demolition activity by the
County, relocation housing will bgrovided consistent with s. 421.55, F.S.

In addition to ensting that adequate land @&vailable for all incane groups, the County

will ensure such land is supported by adequate andnweatitained infrastructure and

will expand theinfrastructure neceasy to accommodate new development of affordable
housing. The County will also provide infrastructure regulatory circumstances and utilize
other strategies to encourage and promote the development of affordable housing.

The County recognizes that afford@bhousing is most effectively provided by
combining availablgublic and private resources to conserve and improve existing housing.
In order to maintain an adequatgply of safe and sanitary housing, the County's goal is
to bring all substandard hougiup to HUD's Housing Quality Standards (HQS), which
utilizes Section 8 criteria to address specific drgarea minimums of a housing unit.

The Land Use, Transportati@apital Improvements,
Infrastructure, Recreation and Open &pand Economic elementsll all be impacted by, and
must be consistent with théousing Element.

B. Consistency Review

The following presents an analysis of the consistency of the other elements of the Washington
County Comprehensive Plan with tingpact created by the Housiitlement.

1. Future Land Use ElementThe Housing Elementmust be coordinated with the Future
Land Use Element in order toeet therequirements of the Housing Element, particularly
with regard to the amount, type, and dgn®f housing units. The Future Lardse
Element requires an analysis of the amount of land needed to accommodate the projected
population, and the corresponding Plan map requires the proposed distribution, extent
and location of all types of uses incladiresidential uses.

by existing and/or future infrastructure, amdll have little or no negative impact on
environmentally sensitive areas.
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Intergovernmental Coordination Elemefitie Intergovernmental Coordination Element is
consistent with the Housing Element and other elements supporting the provision of
housing. To ensure futureonsistency, the county as well as the municipalities, should
continue to maintain a joint comprehensive plan to ensure the provision of housing units
within the Countyand cooperation between governmental entities as to the placement of that
housing.

Transportation ElementThe transportation element appears to be generally consistent
with the Land Use Elemén serving to place and/or direct

future residential development to an area easily connected to the existing paved road
network. In the futurethe transportation element should identify, prioritize and provide
funding mechanisms such that the improvements to the county's secondary and local
roadway system can be expedited thus providing adequate access to developable
residentialproperties withn the County.

Recreation and Open Space Elemdrite Recreation Ement is consistent with the Housing
Element as it will facilitate the expansionedfpand future recreational facilities in residential
areas

Economic Development Elementhe Eonomic Element is consistent with the Housing
Element as it will discourage urban sprawl by clustering economic development activities
along the major transportation corridoasnd ensure that higher density residential
development and affordable housingvishin close proximity to employment centers.

Objective 6: Conserve and extend the useful life of the existing housing stock and improve
neighborhood quality.

Policy 6-1: Review and amend where necess#ng County's building codes and housing and
health codes and st@ards relating to the care and maintenance of residential environments and
facilities. These building codes shall be the standards used to guide the County in conserving the
existing housing stock.

Policy 62: Annually designate areas in the County anchioipalities CDBG Target Areas,
actively pursuing housing rehabilitation and/or infrastructures improvements grant programs, and
carry out the program activities designed to improve housing conditions in a timely and efficient
manner.

Policy 63: The Couty shall encourage neighborhood improvement programs through
public/private partnerships.

Objective 7: The County and municipalities will continue to facilitate the meeting of special
housing and household needs (including rural and farm worker needsighhimproved
coordination of public, private, and nonprofit sectors involved in housing production, and
through implementation of the following housing policies and programs.

Policy 71: The County will ontinue to enforce the Washington County Fair Hogis
Ordinance.

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Policy 72: The County will oordinate with appropriate local agencies (i.e., the Council on
Aging, the TriCounty Community Council) for their review of the County's Building Code and
Land Development Code ensure adequacy in eténg the needs of the physically disabled and
the frail elderly.

Policy 7-3: The County will ®ordinate annually with agencies involved in providing services to

the County's special needs populations to determine the approximate unmet housing needs of
those populations. Strengthen public/private sector partnerships with the potential of meeting
special housing needs.

Policy 74: The County will @ply for, utilize, and support private sector efforts to secure federal
and/or state funds to provide housifug residents with special needs, including the elderly,
disabled, farm workers, rural, velyw, low-, and moderate income residents, and homeless
citizens.

Policy 75: The County will ontinue to promote location criteria, in keeping with the
Transportdon Disadvantaged Program, for housing for the elderly or disabled, which consider
proximity to transportation, recreation, and health care facilities.

Policy 7-6: The County will oordinate with the Farmers Home Administration (FmHA), the
Florida Housig Finance Agency (FHFA), and other federal and state agencies to monitor loan
and subsidy program activities and trends to support the rural housing needs being met by such
agencies.

Policy 7-7: Establish an agreement with the Florida Department of @hildnd Families to
inform the County of any licensingf laborhousing.

Policy 7-8: The adoptedland Development Codghall maintain provisions for housing options
to meet the diverse housing needs of the elderly such as accessory apaghaemysflats adult
foster homes, and congregate living facilities.

Policy 7-9: Housing for rural and farm workers shall be located in accordance with the
residential densities contained within the Future Land Use Element of this Plan.

Policy 7-10: It will be thepolicy of the County to reserve 10 percent of the the Sunny Hills lots
owned by the County exclusively for affordable housamgl workforce housingReservation of

these lots as affordable housing will be by permanent covenants. An individual qualifiying f
affordable housing mortgage rates can purchase a single lot at 10 percent under fair market value
and must construct a home on the site within-yeer.

Objective 8: The County willensure the provision of sites for group homes and foster care
facilities to ensure that the needs of persons requiring such housingearén newly proposed
development and expansion of such facilities, it is understood that all locations may not be
appropriate for this type of housing due to the lack urban serviogdogistical problems
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associated with disaster evacuations.

Policy 81: The County and municipalities shall not discriminate in granting development
approval to group homes and foster care facilitie$he County will maintain development
standards inhe Laml Development Codé¢hat are consistent with the Federal Fair Housing
Amendments Act of 1988 and which shall be no more restrictive than the standards set forth in
Chapter 499, F. S.

Policy 82: Group homes and foster care facilities shall be gerdnin all future residential land
use categories consistent with the Future Land Use Element and Maps to insure that the needs of
persons requiring such housing are met in accordance with Florida law.

Policy 83: Group homes and foster care faciitieill be encouraged to locate in areas
providing the highest level of public services (i.e., schools, recreation, social services, foster care
facilities, etc.).

Policy 84: Consistency will be maintained betwedrand Development Codeand
Comprehensive IBn goals and policies addressing group homes and foster care facilities.

Policy 85: The County will coordinate with the West Florida Regional Planning Council and
appropriate State and Federal agencies to receive and disseminate information on housing
opportunity ordinances, programs, and initiatives to encourage the development of housing units
for special neds housing groups.

Objective 9: Provide uniform and equitable treatment for persons and businesses displaced by
state and local governmentograms consistent with Florida law.

Policy 91: The County and municipalities shall assure that reasonable relocation standard
housing at affordable costs is available to persons displaced through public action prior to their
displacement.

Policy 92: Provide uniform and equitable treatment for persons and businesses displaced by
state and local government programs, consistent with Florida law.

Policy 93: The County shall maintain ongoing cooperative relationships with the local
Association of Realt@r and other providers of replacement housing (rental agencies, etc.) to
insure that suitable replacement housing is identified and is compamadey to the displaced
housingprior to causingdisplacement through public action.
